	- There was an increase in attainment in most areas with more children working at age related expectations on exit from nursery compared to baseline. 
- The cohort changed over the course of the academic year. The children who joined the cohort later and were identified as having EAL, SEND issues, were supported through early interventions. 
- Interventions ensured that gaps between pupils didn’t widen. No children left nursery significantly below age related expectations (other than those who joined school in the summer term).
