	Curriculum focus of PPG spending 2015/16

	Objectives in spending PPG: 
To improve progress in reading, writing and maths for FSM pupils across the school. 

To accelerate the progress of target pupils in reading, writing and maths through additional support in lessons and in out of class booster sessions.

To ensure speedier access for our pupils to specialist services such as a specific literacy difficulties teacher, Speech and Language Therapist and Play therapist through commissioning their services from our PPG allocation.

To provide home- school learning resources to ensure that pupils have access to materials to continue to develop their learning and skills at home.

To enrich the curriculum by subsidising trips, visitors, clubs and other extra-curricular activities.


	Measuring the impact of PPG spending

	Outcomes: 
1.To improve progress in reading, writing and maths for disadvantaged pupils across the school. 
Y1-6 FSM
-The attainment of disadvantaged pupils is higher than other pupils in Y6 reading & writing.

-The attainment of disadvantaged pupils is the same as other pupils in: Year 1 reading, writing & maths; Y2 writing & maths; and in Y6 maths.

-The attainment gap between other pupils & disadvantaged pupils is widest in:  Year 4 reading & writing.  

-Progress of disadvantaged pupils is expected (6 steps) or better (7 steps+) in: Y2, Y5 & Y6 all subjects & Y4 maths.

(Unable to calculate in Y1 & 3 due to moving from a different assessment system- eg EYFS & end of KS1 levels)

2.To accelerate the progress of target pupils in reading, writing and maths through additional support in lessons and in out of class booster sessions.

All pupils in Year 6 received booster intervention additional to their lessons.  This took the form of 1:1, paired, trio or small group intervention delivered by a member of staff in school or trios tutored by a visiting tutor from the Tutor Trust.  If a pupil was disadvantaged, then the PPG was used to pay for this tuition.  If a pupil was not eligible for PPG, then school met the cost from the budget.

MATHS:  10 steps   (better than expected progress)

· Our 2 levels progress remains the same for writing- 100% and all pupils have also made 2 levels progress across the key stage in reading and maths this year too.  
· More than 2 levels progress data is above last year’s national data in all subjects.
Year 2 
· The Head Teacher worked with 10 pupils (4 were eligible for PPG) throughout the year to the end of Summer 1 half term to develop their reading fluency, comprehension skills and grammar knowledge.
· The Y1-3 teachers & the Head Teacher carried out after school maths booster from the start of the Spring term to the end of Summer 1 half term to ensure they achieved expected at the end of Y2 with a specific group of pupils (14 pupils participated & 6 were eligible for PPG)

Y1 PHONICS SCREENING CHECK
Pupils were taught daily in groups dependent on their phonics ability.  Every pupil was assessed at the end of each half term and the groupings were altered accordingly.
We also changed the learning environment so that pupils had more opportunities to practice their phonics.

The Year 1 teacher also held 2 parent/carer sessions informing them about the check and how they could help at home.  She provided them with phonics tubs (funded by PPG) so that pupils could read the real and nonsense words and apply their use of sound buttons.  

As a result of this intervention:

-82% of pupils met the required standard in school in 2016.  (-1% on 2015)
-Compared to 73% locally & 77% nationally. (2015)
3.  To ensure speedier access for our pupils to specialist services such as a specific literacy difficulties teacher, a Speech and Language Therapist and a Play Therapist through commissioning their services from our PPG allocation.

-As a result of commissioning a specialist literacy difficulties teacher, the assessments have enabled us to identify the needs of certain pupils and the support we needed to put in place both in sessions delivered by the specialist teacher but also in daily quality first teaching & in the classroom environment.
-As a result of commissioning a speech and language therapist,  in Autumn 1 2015, Speechwise screened all of our reception pupils to see if they had any speech and language issues that could be identified and addressed at the start of school instead of being identified too late.  The outcomes provided us with information about each child & some received 1:1 support from the therapist and others accessed a group intervention to develop specific areas such as narrative.  The therapist has modelled these interventions so that they can take place on a weekly basis delivered by the staff in reception.  

This is in comparison to the 2 pupils per term that we have been able to prioritise via the NHS speech and language therapist.  

-The play therapist has worked with 6 pupils on a 1:1 intensive basis.  There has been a significant reduction in emotional and aggressive outbursts and pupils are able to self regulate more.  

The view of themselves has improved significantly for pupils after having the opportunity to talk to the therapist about how they feel.

It has taken a considerable amount of time after the sessions have ended, but pupils have now increased in confidence and feeling more positive about themselves.  Evident in the quality of work produced & progress made.  

-As our pupil’s mental health is so important to us, Joanne also led training on play therapy approaches to some of our teaching assistants.  As a result, they carry out sessions with pupils using the play therapy model and 3 more pupils have benefitted from this.  
4. To enrich the curriculum by subsidising trips, visitors, clubs and other extra-curricular activities.

We provided our pupils with even more opportunities to learn by doing and experiencing in 2015-16.  Some of these opportunities included:  Year 5 Kip on a Ship 1 night residential- fully subsidised by school so all pupils eligible for PPG were able to attend; N, R & Y1 trips to Eureka; Y1 trips to Manchester airport & the Lowry; Y2 trip to Knowsley Safari Park; N, R,Y1 & 2 day trip to the seaside; Y3 Romans trip to Chester; Year 2 & 4 visits to MOSI; Year 4  visit to the Manchester Museum as part of their Egyptians topic; Year 5 visit to Spaceport & Tatton Park Stone Age day; Year 6 visit to Imperial War Museum & Tatton Park WW2 day.  
Experience days:  Y3- Greeks; Y4- Vikings; 
All were linked to the curriculum and all visits provided pupils with an opportunity to bring the learning in class to life and they were then able to write with more depth as a result of their experiences.  They were also able to apply their learning into other contexts as a result of having hands on experience. 
Feedback from parent/carers, pupils and staff cited that extra curricular visits and visitors were a successful aspect of our curriculum provision as they brought learning to life and enabled pupils to retain what they had learnt for longer.  
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
