This Half Term’s Focus Christian Values: Kindness and Love

Year 2 Inuit Experience Day- On Wednesday, Year 2 learned whit it was like to be an Inuit as part of their changing climates, ‘Fire & Ice’ topic. 


The children came to school very excited. The children first worked through a presentation which helped them discuss the Polar Regions, compass points, the Equator, Africa, Antarctica, Arctic and some of the people that lived there. The children then compared the countries and focused more on the Polar Regions.


We watched a video of an Inuit family building an igloo. During the video we completed a mind map recording facts about Inuits that we learnt from the clip. We learnt about how the Inuits leave markers in the snow called Inuksuks to mark the way for others to follow. We then recreated them on paper. In Literacy we are learning how to write a non-chronological report so we used this experience day to practice writing one. We used the mind map to help us write factual sentences about Inuits.


Later in the week we are going to watch a presentation about an Inuit artist called Kenojuak Ashevak. We will then use oil pastels to create drawings in the style of Kenojuak Ashevak.
