Year 6 Trip to the Imperial War Museum- On Thursday, Year 6 went to the Imperial War Museum at Salford Quays to learn more about their World War 2 topic. The children got to see artefacts from the time and linked what they has been learning about in class, about how the soldiers felt at war, with the actual letters and diaries at the museum. Lexie in Year 6 tells us more about their trip.


‘When we arrived at the museum we were introduced to Claire who worked at the museum who took us around and explained more information about items in the museum.’ ‘We got to look around the museum in groups and there were tins that you could smell and you had to guess what they were. There was a gun powder one and one that smelt of trench foot- it smelt very bad’ ‘Before lunch we watched a picture show which was projected onto the walls of the museum.’ After lunch we got to meet some veterans who had been part of wars and we learnt more about their experiences.’ ‘Before we left the museum we got to look around the museum at things we didn’t get chance to look at in the morning, my group went to look at the letter and outfits around the museum and the information on the concentration camps.’  ‘My favourite part of the trip was getting to meet the veterans as it is not something that happens every day.





Year 6 Remembrance Service at Abbey Hey Cenotaph- Today our Year 6 pupils and staff went to the Abbey Hey war memorial to pay their respects to all those who had lost their lives or been injured whilst serving for their country. They laid wreaths that they had made, said prayers and observed a silence at 11 o’clock. Our Year 6 pupils have made us very proud with their mature attitudes and level of respect shown.
