Year 5 Trip to Jodrell Bank-On Thursday, our Year 5 pupils went to Jodrell Bank as part of their work about Space. They got to see the huge telescope and were great role models for our school. On the trip the children got to learn more about the Lovell telescope and how it reads the radio waves. The children took part in two educational workshops where they had the opportunity to do some experiments that the astronauts would have carried out in space. The children also got to find out if they would make good astronauts by completing a series of tests that astronauts would need to have done.

Year 2 African Art Experience Day- As part of their topic about the different climates, Year 2 had an art experience day on Wednesday where they learnt more about Africa, created Tinga Tinga Art, drew pictures of  African animals and created an African village.








Walk to School Scheme- Children from Reception up to Year 6 have started to take part in the Living Streets Let’s walk to school scheme.
