	Teaching requirements

At St Clements, we expect each KS1 and KS2 class to carry out at least 1 hour of teaching per week of Art and DT Skills (approx. 6-8 hours per half-term). Some teachers may choose to cover specific skills during experience days. However, experience days alone would not provide sufficient coverage of Target Tracker statements so regular timetabled lessons should complement the experience days. At St Clements there is 1 experience day per half term to further develop and supplement the objectives for Art and D.T.
At St. Clements, we use Target Tracker to track and assess the foundation subjects – please use Target Tracker for a detailed break-down of skills for each year group for Art and D.T.

Outdoor Learning
In the National Curriculum it states that children should experience outdoor teaching as frequently as possible and at St Clements we expect that all classes have at least 1 lesson per half term outdoors, either in the school grounds or in the local area.  This is a minimum and extra opportunities for outdoor learning should be taken by the class teacher when they arise (topic dependent). Opportunities for outdoor learning have been mapped out and can be found in the Curriculum Lead folder, but teachers may wish to edit/add more to this.
Sketch books

At St Clements, all KS2 classes have sketch books and these must be used regularly. They are NOT for finished pieces of art work. They are for the children to practise and develop skills. They do not need to be marked and children should know that they are for them to experiment and make mistakes and practice. There is no requirement to stick pictures of finished work in sketch books but teachers may choose to do this to illustrate the children’s learning journey.

	There are no specific planning requirements for Art and DT – teachers should use Target Tracker for the skills which need to be taught and plan engaging lessons which deliver those objectives. 
Example lesson plans for Year 4 – Year 6 are available for staff on the shared area if they would like to use them but this is not compulsory – teachers may use plans from outside schemes providing they are suitable for the age group and curriculum areas being taught.
The subject lead will use book scrutiny of sketch books, learning walks, observations and pupil and teacher interviews to monitor coverage, attainment and progress.

	Target Tracker will be used for assessment purposes. It may be filled in after each statement has been covered. Assessments should be updated for each child at the end of every half-term.

	Each class has an opportunity to order specific Art and D.T. supplies for the upcoming year at the end of each academic year. These should be kept in each year group’s stock cupboard.
Main Art and DT resources such as paper, specific paints, clay, modelling, glue guns etc are kept in the main stock cupboard, situated in the corridor opposite the literacy room. These must be returned to their correct places when each class has finished with them.
