DDA STATEMENT

At St. Clement’s we will aim to:

· Promote equality of opportunity between disabled people and others.

· Eliminate discrimination that is unlawful under the Act.

· Eliminate harassment of disabled pupils that is related to their disabilities.

CONTEXT 

St Clement’s is a one- form entry primary school with a foundation stage. We cater for children from the ages of three to eleven. Reception and Nursery children share the Foundation Stage unit and Years 1 to 6 each have a separate classroom. 

This policy meets our statutory requirement with regards to Sex and Relationship education and has been developed in conjunction with the Head Teacher, PSHE Co-ordinator, Healthy Schools lead and Governors.

AIMS

The aim of the policy is to ensure that sex and relationship education at St. Clement’s Church of England Primary School recognises the emotional, moral, cultural, mental and physical development of pupils. 

VALUES AND ETHOS
It will reflect the school ethos and demonstrate and encourage self-respect and responsibilities for self and for others. It will prepare pupils for the opportunities, responsibilities and experiences of adult life, the nature of marriage and the importance of family life and stable relationships for bringing up children. As well as teaching about sex, it will deal sensitively with issues as they arise about sexuality and sexual health.

DEFINITION

Sex and Relationship education is part of lifelong learning about physical, moral and emotional development. 

Sex education in the school will be developmental as a foundation for further work in the Secondary school.

PRACTICE

The school will deliver sex and relationship education by:

· providing information, which is easy to understand, relevant and appropriate for the  needs, age and maturity of the pupils
· teaching the subject in the context of relationships

· teaching the subject in both mixed and single gender groups

· providing appropriate, up to date resources to support the policy

· identifying and recognising pupil's special needs requirements which might necessitate an amendment to the core sex education programme  
· involving the pupils in the school’s provisions for sex and relationship education
DEALING WITH SENSITIVE ISSUES

· deal with sensitive issues or explicit questions, within the context of the curriculum in an appropriate manner e.g. question box/ ask it basket
· any discussions which raise child protection concerns, would be referred to one of the four child protection designated persons.
STAFF DEVELOPMENT

When working in this area of the curriculum teachers will feel more confident when there are regular opportunities to extend and develop their skills through in service training or attendance on courses.

CONFIDENTIALITY/DISCLOSURES

· have clear links with the school's child protection procedures

· offer parents, carers the opportunity to discuss the planning, resources and delivery of the sex education provision within the school through an annual consultation with the Healthy Schools lead person
DEALING WITH THE MEDIA

When dealing with the media on issues related to sex and relationship education we will follow LEA advice and refer to our school policy.

PARENTS RIGHT TO WITHDRAW
Offer parents the right to withdraw their child from those aspects which are outside the science curriculum. Parents are first asked to discuss their concerns with the head teacher and then explain in writing those aspects of provision from which they wish their child to be withdrawn.

WIDER AGENCIES

Using the resources and expertise of appropriate outside agencies as well as teaching staff. visitors will work within the school policy and enrich the provision. They will work alongside the teacher in the classroom. Visitors to school would include: Manchester Healthy Schools co-ordinators and school nursing team.
MONITOR AND EVALUATION

The teaching of human growth and reproduction will be taught in accordance with the Science National Curriculum targets, sex and relationship education will be delivered through the PSHE and Citizenship framework.

Sex and relationship education will taught through Manchester’s Healthy Schools ‘Growing and Changing Programme’, it will be monitored, evaluated and reviewed in accordance with the school's policy review programme.

Some of the ‘Sex and Relationship Education’ is delivered within the classroom environment and is very much part of an ongoing learning programme. Other aspects are best delivered in assemblies and contribute to the development of the school ethos.

SEX AND RELATIONSHIP – SCHEME OF WORK
Our aims are in accordance with those of Sex and Relationship Education and the PSHE and Citizenship framework.

SEX EDUCATION -TO UNDERSTAND and TO BE ABLE

a) Know that humans develop at different rates and that babies have special needs.         

b) Know where babies come from and how bodies change and differ, as we get older.

c) Be able to name the parts of the body 

d) To distinguish between male and female babies.

FAMILY LIFE – EDUCATION
a) Know that there are different types of family. Be able to describe the roles of individuals within the family. Different types of family units. Who does what in the family (equal opportunity and stereotyping).

b) Know about rituals associated with birth, marriage and death and be able to talk about motions involved. Special ceremonies to mark birth, marriage and death. Different practices in different cultures. To appreciate the range of feelings in family life, e.g. love, jealousy, anger, sadness.

c) Understand the idea of growing from young to old. That having feelings, happy or sad, is normal and positive. Learning to understand emotions is important. To form feelings towards beginnings and endings, e.g. new baby, starting school, bereavement.

d) Acquire the skills of caring for young animals for a limited time, under supervision. Where baby animals come from. Differences between care of animals and human babies. How both are fed. To care for animals and their young. To cope with the death of a pet.

PERSONAL HYGIENCE – TO UNDERSTAND and TO BE ABLE

a) Understand the need for and be able to practise simple personal hygiene routines. Begin to understand that some diseases are infectious and that transmission may be reduced when simple safe routines are used. Germs: how they are caught inside the body. How the body protects itself- defence mechanisms. To wash hands after using the toilet, playing with animals and before meals or other situations when hands, free of germs are required.

PSYCHOLOGICAL ASPECTS
a) Understand the importance of valuing oneself and others. Respect for self and others. To recognise likes and dislikes about self and others. To praise achievements, talents and responsibilities of self and one’s friends.

b) Begin to recognise the range of human emotions and ways to deal with them. To understand that not everyone will feel the same over the same situation. To become more aware of personal feelings. What makes one sad, happy etc? 

c) Begin to be able to co- operate with others in work and play. To work as a member of a group, learn about oneself in relation to others.

d) Explore ways of showing care and concern for others. To develop attitudes of respect and consideration for others.

Set out below are the areas of content covered in Key Stage 2

SEX EDUCATION - TO UNDERSTAND AND TO BE ABLE

a) Begin to know about and have some understanding of the physical, emotional and social changes that take place at puberty. How bodies change- male and female, growth rate of sexual characteristics. Changing moods, growing sexual feelings and masturbation. To talk about the changes that are happening. To respect differences between people.

b) Know the basic biology of human reproduction and understand some of the skills necessary for parenting. Correct terms/names for all aspects of human reproduction systems and body parts. Understand responsibilities of parenting. To take responsibility for caring for others.

c) Know that there are many different patterns of friendship; be able to talk about friends with important adults. Know how to make simple choices and exercise some basic techniques for resisting pressure from friends and others. Be able to keep safe and to use basic safety procedures. Patterns and characteristics of friendships- who can be trusted. Distinction between positive and negative friendships which are good or bad influence. Who can help? Identify individual agencies. To discuss concerns/ worries with a trusted adult.  To practise decision- making and resist pressure to do the wrong thing. To keep safe. To make judgements on possible hazards. To recognise consequences of actions and choice.

FAMILY LIFE EDUCATION
a) Understand what is meant by ‘relationships’ within families, between friends and in the community. Relationships between groups in the community. Effect of family relationships on attitudes and behaviour. To recognise the difference between good and bad relationships.

b) Know how children develop from birth to 5+ and be aware that there are different patterns of child- rearing; understand the importance of good parenting. Changes in 0-5s of physical growth and skills, social and emotional development. Parents have choices, which may influence a child’s health, e.g. breastfeeding, smoking.  The benefits of positive and supportive kinds of family interaction. To recognise characteristics of responsible parenthood.
c) Know about the needs of the elderly and ill and understand what happens in death. The human life cycle. The extended family concept. Tolerance or empathy for other people’s needs especially of the elderly and sick.

PERSONAL HYGIENCE – TO UNDERSTAND AND TO BE ABLE

a) Understand the need for and, where allowed, to accept responsibility for personal cleanliness. The immune system. The transmission of infections. To take responsibility for an acceptable level of personal hygiene.

b) Know about different cultural practices in personal hygiene.

c) Know and understand how changes at puberty affect the body in relation to hygiene. Body secretions and the importance of regular washing. The effects of poor hygiene in a social context.

PSYCHOLOGICAL ASPECTS – TO UNDESTAND AND TO BE ABLE

a) Recognise that individuals belong to many groups in which they will have different roles.  The ethos of the school and the expectations of the individual. To accept and reject certain behaviours in different groups.

b) Understand that individual responses to events will vary. Respect other people’s emotions and feelings.



c) Understand that actions have consequences for oneself and others. Understand the meaning of friendship and loyalty and begin to develop skills needed to form good Relationships. Tolerance, respect for other people. To practise and develop good listening skills; skills to challenge. Identify consequences before making a decision to take the risk.
d) Know that within any environment there are people with different attitudes, values and beliefs and that these influence people’s relationships with each other and with the environment. The need to know what is right and wrong in given situations. To identify and accept own values.
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
