Changes to Homework:


We will still be providing your children with opportunities to show us what they have found out about their new topics as this has been popular both with yourselves & the children. 


However, we will not be providing homework for each child on a weekly basis as a number was not being completed & returned.


Instead, staff will decide at the end of a lesson if your child would benefit from homework to go over what was taught today or to prepare them for the next lesson.  This is to ensure your child 'Keeps up' and is not catching up and it is important for the homework to be completed that evening & returned the school the next day so the teacher can assess & support your child. 


There may be times when the whole class receives homework still, but remember, the best homework is reading for 10 minutes a day and using Times Tables Rockstars, Mathletics and Phonics Play- the online learning that we make available for your children to use at home.
