Identified barriers to educational achievement

St Clements C of E Primary School has identified the following as barriers for some of the pupils currently in receipt of Pupil Premium:

· The majority of pupils enter our nursery with communication and language needs, impacting on their ability to speak and understand which in turn delays their ability to read and write.
· The ability to write to a standard similar to pupils of their age, is difficult for most of our pupils
· The majority of our pupils have limited access to extra-curricular activities and places of interest outside of school. 
· Lack of awareness of some parent/carers regarding the importance of working in partnership with school and how to support their child’s learning. 
· Pupils who are in receipt of Pupil Premium and also on the SEND (Special Educational Needs Disabilities) register for cognition and learning.  More than one need and often complex.  
· Pupils with specific social and emotional needs which affect their learning due to a lack of focus, low self esteem and minimal coping strategies.  
Rationale for expenditure

· Barriers 1 & 5:  We also use our PP grant for a Speech and Language therapist who works in school for one day a week. We screen children who have not achieved green at the end of nursery in the WELLCOMM screening, in their first term of reception so that we can identify who needs intervention from the therapist or our trained SALT TA (Speech and Language Therapy teaching assistant) (a proportion of her salary is funded by PP grant) before their needs develop.  Older pupils who have SALT needs are also supported by the therapist and TA due to the lack of access to a NHS SALT that we feel we have to provide in school.    

· Barrier 2:  Training is needed for our staff on a consistent approach to the teaching of writing across school.  The approach we have selected is ‘The Write Stuff’ due to the impact it has had in other schools nationally.  We hope that the increased modelling of writing required to deliver the approach will benefit our pupils along with an increased understanding of grammar, genre as well as not forgetting the basics of spelling, handwriting and punctuation.  
· Barrier 3:  Many of our PP pupils’ parents are unable to afford to pay the full amount for school trips, residentials and sports activities. In order to support their learning in all areas of the curriculum and to build cultural capital and confidence, the school has allocated funding to pay a contribution towards these additional expenses throughout the academic year.

· Barrier 4:  We need to provide more information to our parent/carers about the importance of reading, how they can support at home and keeping them in touch with how their child is doing.  The VIP (Very Important Parent) meetings are one way we aim to increase their understanding of what we are doing in school and how they can also support this work at home by using the resources and advice we give them.  

· Barriers 4 & 5:  Accelerated progress is required for PP (Pupil Premium) pupils in reading, writing and maths. 1:1 or small group interventions have been dedicated to a particular focus on pupils not on target to achieve AREs (Age Related Expectations) in reading, writing and maths in all year groups, with a specific focus on phonics in EYFS (Early Years Foundation Stage) & KS1 (Key Stage 1). In addition, funding has been allocated to the Head to teach specific reading groups that include a large proportion of PP pupils not at ARE at the start of each term. There is also a focus on Year 6 maths, with school commissioning an external tutor from Tutor Trust for one day a week.  This is to work with pupils who are currently not at ARE and to work with a group of pupils who are meeting AREs to achieve Greater Depth by the end of Year 6. 

·   Barrier 5:  TA hours have been allocated across all year groups to provide further support to PP pupils with specific reading, writing and maths difficulties. Some PP pupils have been identified as benefiting from receiving resources to support their learning and these have been purchased from the PP budget, such as Wordshark for spelling. 

· Barrier 6:  We use some of our PP grant to fund the salary of the learning mentor and play therapist who work 1:1, 2:1 or carry out small group intervention with pupils who have been identified as struggling to access their learning due to social and emotional issues.  The sessions focus on what the pupil’s barriers are and the staff work with them over a period of time, meeting parent/carers to update them of their progress and sharing strategies to use at home, so that they begin to have a range of strategies that they can apply themselves.

· SENCO & SENTA (Special Educational Needs Teaching assistant) observe interventions and provide feedback re strategies, next steps, resources

· Clear communication between teachers and TAs – expectations within lessons

· TA timetables carefully planned – making best use of morning work, registration and afternoon intervention time for pre- teaching and consolidation of learning

· Close communication between TAs, teachers and HT to track pupils with concerning attendance and/or punctuality. HT & Attendance support worker to address concerns with parent/carer

· Teachers and TAs liaise with external tutors closely

Additional learning resources (ICT software & subscriptions to online learning)
	· Pupils are fully supported by learning resources being made available to them

· Pupils enjoy using resources such as iPads to complete games/tasks that consolidate learning

	Barrier 6:

Funding for dedicated SEMH (Social, Emotional & Mental Health) support for vulnerable pupils delivered by Learning Mentor and play therapist 
	· To provide dedicated time and support (1:1 and group) 
· To improve the self esteem, social skills and behaviour of identified pupils leading to increased confidence and attainment in the classroom 
	· Regular discussions between class teacher, learning mentor & play therapist to ensure a consistent understanding of pupil needs so effective support can be put in place in class

· Completion of Boxall Profile & SDQ (Strengths & difficulties Questionnaire) to gain a baseline & exit before & after intervention
	


How will the school measure the impact of the Pupil Premium?

At St Clements C of E Primary School, interventions will be reviewed on a two weekly basis to drill down about pupils who are not progressing, the quality of intervention and what we are doing about it. As a result of this, interventions and pupils who are participating may be changed as we take the view that all eligible PP pupils must make progress and as soon as this is achieved, they receive Quality First teaching or participate in a further intervention to continue their progress.  

The usual cycle of data collection and the monitoring and tracking of attainment, will be used to inform pupil progress and enable the early identification of need, support and appropriate intervention. Review meetings will take place each half term and will include the Head Teacher, Phase leaders, Subject leaders, teachers and governors.

At each milestone, the school will review the impact of actions taken and will plan for how the funding will be specifically allocated over the next phase. When selecting pupils for Pupil Premium target groups, the school will look at all pupils across the school. There are some pupils who are not eligible for PP who will benefit from these groups if their needs are similar and we believe progress can be made towards individual targets.

Pupil Premium Funding and the impact of this is a regular item at governors’ meetings.
