The impact of Debt on our School Budget- On a weekly basis, I meet with our school business manager, Mrs Law, and send out letters to parent/carers who owe school money for unpaid dinner money or breakfast club. This week, the total is over £200.00. This is money that we could use to go towards the cost of a coach for a school trip, 10 packs of exercise books, 5 boxes of class size pencils, a week’s worth of sports coach tuition or half a morning of a speech therapist or educational psychologist’s time.


Working in our school for 14 years, I appreciate the situation that a lot of you are in, working hard for your families and because of this, we appreciate any money that parent/carers can afford to pay off their debt- no matter how small and no matter how long it takes.


Our school budget is intended to support children’s learning and we cannot use it to cover debt owed by the school. Please speak to us and work with us so we can resolve this together if you begin to find it difficult to pay or owe us money. 





Attendance Update- The whole school attendance from September to now is only 94% which is below national average.


We are aware that there has been a lot of absence due to the illnesses that are going around school but please remember it is the parent/carers responsibility to inform school of any absences. If your child is absent for five sessions and you do not inform school of your child's absence they will be marked as unauthorised absence.


If your child has an appointment during school time your child should attend school before and after the appointment, within a reasonable time frame, if not your child's absence may not be authorised. You will also need to bring evidence such as your appointment card or letter to the main office so we can authorise the absence.
