Priorities for 2022-23


Improve pupils’ outcomes in writing across the school.


To promote equality of opportunity and diversity effectively in school.


To reduce the % of pupils who are persistently absent from school from 15% in 21-22 to 10% in 2022-23.


To provide parent/carers with guidance about how to support their child so that it impacts positively on their progress














2021-22 outcomes:


Reception- Good Level of development dropped to 45%, so was less than local and national.  


Year 1 Phonics Screening Check:  80% pupils passed.  This was higher than local and national phonics check results.  


KST1-Y2-Results:   57% of pupils achieved the expected standard in Reading; 40% in Writing and 53% in Maths.


KST2- Y6 Results:  


33% of pupils achieved the expected standard in Reading, Writing & Maths combined.  Nationally it was 59%.  


65% of pupils achieved expected or better in Reading; 38% in Writing and 48% in Maths.
